Getting to know your classmates likes & dislikes. 
Greeting someone in a language that is important to 

them. 
Valuing a person’s culture through our actions. 

Recognising the value of learning about cultures of 
the world. 

Acceptance 

Support someone who is struggling. 
Accepting diversity in our community. 

Through your actions & words let someone know 
they’re precious. 

Tolerance of people’s personalities, traits & 
interests. 

Forgiveness 

Accepting that learning is messy and that it is 
OK to make mistakes. 

Letting someone say sorry. 
Being open to a restorative conversation. 

Letting a person learn from their mistakes 
and have a clean slate. 

Togetherness 

Sharing with others. 
Including others in play who are lonely. 

Including everyone of all abilities when making 
teams or groups. 

Allowing all to fully participate. 
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
